There’s a quite revolution going
on among our C15 community. With the
approval of stern sheeting, (proposed
by Ted Stoker), there are about six
boats testing this new technology.

One must realize that stern sheeting
offers a new dimension in tacking
performance, but aleo offers some
slight problems while Jibing. Ifve
been involved with this project since
day one, and have been reluctant 1o
change wntil I am satisfied with its
performance. One must remember that
that headstay ftension plays an
important role in upwind performance 3

The first version of the stern
system did not incorporate a traveler
system, thus in hesvier breeczes the
pointing ability was not up to par.

(once the sheet was eased in a
breeze, the jib luff would sag causing
more power in the jib ) Mark Elliet
suggested a traveler system similar to
the Snipes, and in June '87, he ard
Jim Holder teamed up to medify Jim's
nyhite Eagle ". Upon Seeing what they
did, 1 was satisfied that version twe
would wark.

Jim Holder’s White Eagle has the
traveler block mounted on the deck
gight inches from the rear transom
area.
